Rules for living in a Project Stepping Stone (Muncie, IN) house:

1. Only the persons listed on the application form are allowed to live in the house.

2. Overnight guests are not permitted.

3. No pets of any type are allowed on the property.

4. Using, buying, selling, manufacturing or storing illegal drugs on the property is strictly forbidden.

5. There is no smoking allowed in the house.
6. There is no alcohol allowed in the house.
7. Maintain the interior of the house at comfortable and appropriate temperature levels. Use the thermostat to adjust these levels. Do not leave exterior doors or windows open when the heat or air conditioner is on. The House Manager will show you how to properly operate the thermostat.

8. House Managers and the owners of the house are to have access to the house at any time. The House Managers may make unscheduled visits to inspect the condition of the house structure and furnishings. 
9. Work closely with the House Manager as they check in with you and make sure you have the help you need to meet your goals.
In order to receive your Damage Deposit refund:

1. Do not mark, puncture or otherwise damage any portion of the house structure, interior or exterior surfaces or utilities.
2. The household items found in the house are the property of Project Stepping Stone. Do not damage, destroy or remove these items. You are liable for any damage found during the final damage inspection. 
3. Report any necessary repairs, damage, or infestations to the assigned House Manager as soon as possible.

4. The house is to be left clean and clear of all personal belongings and trash before a damage deposit can be refunded.
5. The house keys and a forwarding address must be returned to your House Manager upon completion of the final damage inspection.

6. An exit interview, with the purpose of giving Project Stepping Stone critical performance feedback, must be conducted within the last two weeks of your stay.
If any of these rules are broken, Project Stepping Stone reserves the right to refuse any portion of your Damage Deposit refund. If excessive damage is done to the house, household items are missing from the house, or the house in any other way has been left in an unacceptable state, Project Stepping Stone will:

· Report your non-compliance to the police

· Prosecute to the full extent of the law

· Seek legal counsel to regain lost assets

· Call references listed on your application to inform them of your non-compliance 

· Call references listed on your application to determine your whereabouts

· Notify other social service organizations in Delaware County to report your non-compliance

· Reject any future request for housing
